Sondergelds  In 1967 the only option was a four party phone line.  We heard our ring and we heard a different ring for the second party but did not hear any rings when someone called any of the other two parties. When someone in New York wanted to talk with their phoneless wife, they would call Mary, talk for a minute, and then hang up.  Mary had a whistle she would blow.  Two blasts might have been to alert the Zeolis to be at our camp in 15 minutes as there was going to be an incoming call.  
Gralds  Jack Grald was cutting down trees and knocked down the telephone line.  He called Shoreham Telephone Company.  Dan Arnold, the president, came out and put it back together. However the Gralds and the Gallaghers were on a four party line and heard each other’s rings.  Dan reconnected the wires so that when someone called the Gralds, the Gallaghers would answer the phone and vice versa.  When they figured out what was going on they called Shoreham, and then simply answered the phone if it was the old wrong ring and did not answer if it was the old correct ring.  When Shoreham came out and quietly rewired the phone line, the problem reappeared as the wrong party was answering the phone.  This PROBLEM was quickly resolved.     
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
